Report on HLST Activities
CHME Executive

January 11, 2010

There are a number of forthcoming HLST events and activities (outlined below)  that  members  of the CHME Executive may wish to make note of.  I would be grateful if you could also forward details of these to colleagues. 

1.  The research register is up and running on the HLST website.  Many of you will remember earlier discussion about this register and I would be grateful if you would consider registering your research interests and encouraging your colleagues to do so as well.  Registration is simple, only requires an email address and full details can be found on the HLST website.

2. The HLST will sponsor another round of pedagogic research in 2010.  The call for bids for Round 11 is due to be announced in February 2010, with a deadline for bid submission of June 2010. Projects will typically start work in September 2010 and finish at the end of July 2011.
3. The HLST student competition this year will have an Olympic theme.  This year’s competition challenges students to design a new Olympics symbol and a one-line slogan which represents the meaning of the 2012 Games for young people today.  Entrants will need to present their symbol and slogan, accompanied by a discussion on the thinking behind them.  The discussion can be in the form of a video diary, a podcast or a written rationale.  The entry deadline is Friday, March 5th and winners will be announced by April 9, 2010.  The first prize is £350 and one runner up will receive £150.  Please could you make your students aware of this competition?

4. A student conference - to explore Olympic and Paralympic Values and Legacies and their relevance and implications to students in the hospitality, leisure, sport and tourism subject grouping - is planned for 10th March 2010 at Bournemouth University.   A number of speakers are being invited to present the values associated with the Olympics and the legacies from the Games which have been identified.    This is very close to the planned CHME student conference and may have possible implications as this event will be free for students to attend.  Please note as well, that I will be running student focus groups at the annual CHME student conference.  This results of these, as usual, will be available from the HLST website.

5. Abstracts and presentations from the Annual HLST Conference in October on assessment and feedback are now available on the HLST website.
6. There is a call for papers for LINK  25: Working Together in Wales: learning from the Welsh experience.  The deadline is Monday, February 1, 2010.
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
