An opportunity for joint working with CHME

background

Since its inception in Copenhagen during 1964 the ECA has demonstrated a strong track record of working with education to raise the profile of catering as a career of choice amongst many international hotel schools, universities and catering colleges.  The Association’s Annual Conference and Student of the Year Competition quickly became a highlight of the industry’s calendar of events, with Finals taking place each year in major European Cities, including Vienna, Budapest and Berlin.

In 2005 the Association took steps to strengthen its relationships with the education sector, and participation in its Competition, by working with the European Association of Hotel and Tourism Schools (AEHT). This was followed in 2007 by a joint Conference and Competition in London with the Association of Leading Hotel Schools of Europe (EURHODIP).  More recently, in 2009, The ECA began work with the Professional Association of Catering Education (PACE) to develop strong partnership action with catering and hotel schools, teachers and their students from across the world.
